comes up again.  We all know we should have one in our air-

craft, but do we? Do we know how to use it? Is it current and 
is it the right kind of extinguisher? Those are questions we 

donõt want to wait to ask when  the smoke is starting to bil-
low. 
 

The best kind of extinguisher for aircraft is Halon.  They are 

not cheap, but neither is that engine that just went up in 
flames.   
 

Halon extinguishers may need to be special ordered. The type

OUT OF THE BLUE AVIA TION  

most commonly found at the hardware stores is dry chemical and is extremely corrosive to airplanes as well as more hazard-

ous for in-flight usage.  
 

Extinguisher gauges should be visually inspected every month and once a year they should be professionally inspected.  In fact a 
visual inspection should be a part of your pre-flight checklist. 
 

And finally, if youõve never discharged an extinguisher before, take that 10-year-old one out of your airplane and practice with 

it on a can fire. Then go buy yourself a decent Halon extinguisher.  We hope youõll never have to use it, but  its cheap insur-
ance when needed!
